Rishikesh - Nestled at the foothills of Himalayas along the River Ganges, ever since the Beatles visited 
the ashram of the Maharishi Mahesh Yogi in the late '60s, Rishikesh has been a magnet for spiritual 
seekers. Today it styles itself as the ‘Yoga Capital of the World’, with masses of ashrams and all kinds 
of yoga and meditation classes. In the evening, an almost supernatural breeze blows down the valley, 
setting temple bells ringing as sadhus ('holy' men), pilgrims and tourists prepare for the nightly ganga 
aarti (river worship ceremony). 

 

 



Hawa Mahal is a palace in Jaipur, India. Made with the red and pink sandstone, the palace sits on the 
edge of the City Palace, Jaipur, and extends to the Zenana, or women's chambers. The structure was 
built in 1799 by Maharaja Sawai Pratap Singh, the grandson of Maharaja Sawai Jai Singh, who was the 
founder of Jaipur.
